The significance of the Jewish economy is not yet fully comprehended. Truths vast and 
profound are shadowed forth in its rites and symbols. The gospel is the key that unlocks its 
mysteries. Through a knowledge of the plan of redemption, its truths are opened to the 
understanding. Far more than we do, it is our privilege to understand these wonderful themes. 
We are to comprehend the deep things of God. Angels desire to look into the truths that are 
revealed to the people who with contrite hearts are searching the word of God, and praying for 
greater lengths and breadths and depths and heights of the knowledge which He alone can 
give. {COL 133.1} Chapter 11 Things New and Old 
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Leviticus 16:5 And he shall take from the congregation of the children of Israel two kids 
 of the goats as a sin offering… 
 
Leviticus 16:7 He shall take the two goats and present them before the LORD at the 
 door of the tabernacle of meeting. 
 
Leviticus 16:8 Then Aaron shall cast lots for the two goats: one lot for the LORD and 
 the other lot for the scapegoat. 
 
Leviticus 16:9 And Aaron shall bring the goat on which the LORD's lot fell, and offer it 
 as a sin offering. 
 
Leviticus 16:10 But the goat on which the lot fell to be the scapegoat shall be presented 
 alive before the LORD, to make atonement upon it, and to let it go as the 
 scapegoat into the wilderness.

Leviticus 16:29 This shall be a statute forever for you: In the seventh month, on the tenth 
 day of the month, you shall afflict your souls, and do no work at all, 
 whether a native of your own country or a stranger who dwells among 
 you. 
 
Leviticus 16:30     For on that day the priest shall make atonement for you, to cleanse 
 you, that you may be clean from all your sins before the Lord.

Cleanse your hands, ye 
 sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded.

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Important truths concerning the atonement were taught the people by this yearly service. In the 
sin offerings presented during the year, a substitute had been accepted in the sinner’s stead; 
but the blood of the victim had not made full atonement for the sin. It had only provided a 
means by which the sin was transferred to the sanctuary. By the offering of blood, the sinner 
acknowledged the authority of the law, confessed the guilt of his transgression, and expressed 
his faith in Him who was to take away the sin of the world; but he was not entirely released 
from the condemnation of the law. {PP 355.5 & GC 420.1} 
 

 
On the Day of Atonement the high priest, having taken an offering for the congregation, went 
into the most holy place with the blood and sprinkled it upon the mercy seat, above the 
tables of the law. Thus the claims of the law, which demanded the life of the sinner, were 
satisfied. Then in his character of mediator the priest took the sins upon himself, and, leaving 
the sanctuary, he bore with him the burden of Israel’s guilt. At the door of the tabernacle he 
laid his hands upon the head of the scapegoat and confessed over him “all the iniquities of the 
children of Israel, and all their transgressions in all their sins, putting them upon the head of the 
goat.” And as the goat bearing these sins was sent away, they were, with him, regarded as 
forever separated from the people. Such was the service performed “unto the example and 
shadow of heavenly things.” {PP 355.5 & GC 420.1} 
 
Psalms 103:12 As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our  
 transgressions from us. 
 

 
Jeremiah 17:1 The sin of Judah is written with a pen of iron, and with the point of a 
 diamond: it is graven upon the table of their heart, and upon the horns

Every mistake, every error, unimportant though it may be regarded, leaves a scar in this life

Now it may be it is not too late. Now it may be you can repent. But even if pardon is written 
against your names, you will sustain terrible loss; for the scars you have made upon your souls 
will remain. {TM 447.1} Chapter 63 
 
He may be converted; he may see the wickedness of his injustice to his fellowmen—and, as far 
as possible, make restitution; but the scars of a wounded conscience will ever remain.  
{1MCP 326.2} Chapter 34 Conscience 
 
The infinite value of the sacrifice required for our redemption reveals the fact that sin is a 
tremendous evil. Through sin the whole human organism is deranged, the mind is perverted, 
the imagination corrupted. Sin has degraded the faculties of the soul. Temptations from 
without find an answering chord within the heart, and the feet turn imperceptibly toward 
evil. {MH 451.2} Chapter 38 
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Leviticus 16:18 And he shall go out to the altar that is before the LORD, and make 
 atonement for it, and shall take some of the blood of the bull and some 
 of the blood of the goat, and on the horns of the altar all around put it. 
 
 
Leviticus 16:19 Then he shall sprinkle some of the blood on it with his finger seven times, 
 cleanse it, and consecrate it from the uncleanness of the children of 
 Israel.

Wrestling with God—how few know what it is! How few have ever had their souls drawn out 
after God with intensity of desire until every power is on the stretch. When waves of despair 
which no language can express sweep over the suppliant, how few cling with unyielding faith 
to the promises of God. {GC 621.2} 
 
importunate = Troublesomely urgent or persistent in requesting; pressingly entreating. 
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Jeremiah 30:5 For thus says the Lord: We have heard a voice of trembling, of fear, and 
 not of peace.

Had not Jacob previously repented of his sin in obtaining the birthright by fraud, God would 
not have heard his prayer and mercifully preserved his life. So, in the time of trouble, if the 
people of God had unconfessed sins to appear before them while tortured with fear and 
anguish, they would be overwhelmed; despair would cut off their faith, and they could not have 
confidence to plead with God for deliverance. But while they have a deep sense of their 
unworthiness, they have no concealed wrongs to reveal. Their sins have gone beforehand to 
judgment and have been blotted out, and they cannot bring them to remembrance.  
{GC 620.1} Chapter 39 The Time of Trouble 

 
Isaiah 43:21 This people I have formed for Myself; they shall declare My praise.

But Christ declared of 
Himself: “The prince of this world cometh, and hath nothing in Me.” Satan could find nothing 
in the Son of God that would enable him to gain the victory. He had kept His Father’s 
commandments, and there was no sin in Him that Satan could use to his advantage. This is 
the condition in which those must be found who shall stand in the time of trouble.

Revelation 22:11 He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be 
 filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that 
 is holy, let him be holy still. 
 
 
Man may grow up into Christ, his living head. It is not the work of a moment, but that of a 
lifetime. By growing daily in the divine life, he will not attain to the full stature of a perfect 
man in Christ until his probation ceases. {4T 366.3} Chapter 32 Religion in the Daily Life 
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Those who are living upon the earth when the intercession of Christ shall cease in the sanctuary 
above are to stand in the sight of a holy God without a mediator. Their robes must be spotless, 
their characters must be purified from sin by the blood of sprinkling. Through the grace of God 
and their own diligent effort they must be conquerors in the battle with evil. While the 
investigative judgment is going forward in heaven, while the sins of penitent believers are 
being removed from the sanctuary, there is to be a special work of purification, of putting 
away of sin, among God’s people upon earth… When this work shall have been accomplished, 
the followers of Christ will be ready for His appearing.

As the people of God afflict their souls before Him, pleading for purity of heart, the command 
is given, “Take away the filthy garments” from them, and the encouraging words are spoken, 
“Behold, I have caused thine iniquity to pass from thee, and I will clothe thee with change of 
raiment.”

Their names are retained in the Lamb’s book of life, 
enrolled among the faithful of all ages. They have resisted the wiles of the deceiver; they have 
not been turned from their loyalty by the dragon’s roar.

So the Captain of our salvation was made 
“perfect through sufferings,” and the children of faith “out of weakness were made strong,” 
and “turned to flight the armies of the aliens.” So do “the lame take the prey,” and the weak 
become “as David,” and “the house of David ... as the angel of the Lord.”

2 Corinthians 3:18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the 
 Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, 
 just as by the Spirit of the Lord.

But such subjects as the sanctuary, in connection with the 2300 days, the commandments of 
God and the faith of Jesus, are perfectly calculated to explain the past Advent movement and 
show what our present position is, establish the faith of the doubting, and give certainty to the 
glorious future. These, I have frequently seen, were the principal subjects on which the
