Revelation 13:12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and 
 causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first 
 beast, whose deadly wound was healed. 
 
Revelation 13:13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from 
 heaven on the earth in the sight of men, 
 
Revelation 13:14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those 
 miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to 
 them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an image to the 
 beast, which had the wound by a sword, and did live. 
 

 
Revelation 13:15 And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that the image 
 of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many as would not 
 worship the image of the beast should be killed. 
 
Revelation 13:16 And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to 
 receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads: 
 
Revelation 13:17 And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the 
 name of the beast, or the number of his name. 
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Revelation 19:20 And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought 
 miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the 
 mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both 
 were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone. 
 
Revelation 13:13 And he [beast like a lamb] doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire 
 come down from heaven on the earth in the sight of men, 
 
Revelation 13:14     And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles 
 which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that 
 dwell on the earth, that they should make an image to the beast… 

 
Revelation 13:11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth… 
 
Revelation 17:15 Then he said to me, "The waters which you saw, where the harlot sits, 
 are peoples, multitudes, nations, and tongues." 
 

The second beast comes up in an area of the world that is sparsely populated. 
 

 
Revelation 13:10 He who leads into captivity shall go into captivity; he who kills with the 
 sword must be killed with the sword. 
 

The second beast must appear around 1798 A.D. 
 
Daniel 7:4 The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings…  
 
Daniel 7:6  …a leopard, …upon the back of it four wings of a fowl. 
 

The second beast has no wings and rises to power slowly over time 
 

 
 
 
Revelation 13:12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and 
 causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first 
 beast 
 
Revelation 13:7 …and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations. 
 

The second beast must be able to project it’s power around the entire world 
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Revelation 13:11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two  

   horns like a lamb 

1 Peter 1:18  knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver  

   or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your  

   fathers, 

1 Peter 1:19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and  
 without spot. 
 
The second beast being a lamb is a symbol of Christ and must be a professedly Christian nation 

 

 
 
Revelation 13:11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two  
 horns like a lamb 
 
Daniel 7:24 The ten horns are ten kings… 
 
Mark 12:17 And Jesus answering said unto them, Render to Caesar the things that 
 are Caesar's, and to God the things that are God's. And they marvelled at 
 him. 
 
John 18:36 Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of 
 this world, My servants would fight, so that I should not be delivered to 
 the Jews; but now My kingdom is not from here. 
 
The second beast has separated the kingly powers of church and state, giving civil and religious 

freedom to it’s citizens, which is a Christian ethic 
 
 

 
Identifying the two-horned lamb beast/False Prophet 

1. A nation 
2. Arises in a new part of the world, sparsely populated 
3. Appears on the world scene around 1798 A.D. 
4. Rises slowly over time into power 
5. Comes into the position of being able to project supreme global power 
6. A professedly/appearance of being a Christian nation 
7. Founded upon the principle of the separation of church and state

Isaiah 8:20 To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this 
 word, it is because there is no light in them. 
 
1 Corinthians 14:32 And the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets. 
 
1 Corinthians 14:33 For God is not the author of confusion but of peace, as in all the 
 churches of the saints.
