"The task of giving an authentic interpretation of the Word of God, whether in its written form
or in the form of Tradition, has been entrusted to the living teaching office of the [Catholic]
Church alone. Its authority in this matter is exercised in the name of Jesus Christ." This means
that the task of interpretation has been entrusted to the bishops in communion with the
successor of Peter, the Bishop of Rome. - Paragraph 85, Catechism of the Catholic Church 2nd
Edition
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Q: What is the Third Commandment?

A: The Third Commandment is: Remember that thou keep holy the Sabbath Day. Q: Which is
the Sabbath day?

A: Saturday is the Sabbath day.

Q: Why do we observe Sunday instead of Saturday?

A: We observe Sunday instead of Saturday because the Catholic Church transferred the
solemnity of Saturday to Sunday.

Q: Why did the Catholic Church substitute Sunday for Saturday?

A: The Church substituted Sunday for Saturday, because Christ rose from the dead on a Sunday,
and the Holy Ghost descended upon the Apostles on a Sunday.

Q: By what authority did the Church substitute Sunday for Saturday?

A: The Church substituted Sunday for Saturday by the plenitude of that divine power which
Jesus Christ bestowed upon her.

Q: What does the Third Commandment command?

A: The Third Commandment commands us to sanctify Sunday as the Lord’s Day. Q: What does
the Third Commandment forbid?

A: The Third Commandment forbids (1) The omission of prayer and divine worship; (2)

All unnecessary work; (3) Whatever hinders the keeping of the Lord’s Day holy.
