- Webster’s New Twentieth Century Dictionary, unabridged 2nd ed. 1973

In more than 106 languages of the world, the seventh day on our
calendar called Saturday is translated as Sabbath. There is no word for
Saturday in these languages. The seventh day is simply called “Sabbath.”
